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Early Years

Our Curriculum

The formative foundation years of your child’s school experience are crucial
in establishing positive attitudes and confidence, skills and knowledge, and an
integral love of learning.

At Aspen Heights British School, we follow the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS)
curriculum for England and Wales.

In addition, our early learners have Arabic lessons once a day and ICT is integrated across the thematic

curriculum. Students have weekly Physical Education (PE) lessons with specialist teachers and FS2 have swimming
lessons. Children learn through a play-based approach with carefully planned adult interactions. We promote
independence and develop children’s personal and social skills in a positive learning environment.

In Literacy we follow Talk for Writing. The children are introduced to a new model text each half term that becomes
the foundation of their learning for those weeks. We choose books that will inspire and engage the children. The
children learn the model text with actions, draw story maps, and change the story with their own new ideas.

In Early Years the children learn phonics through play-based activities. We make phonics as fun and active as
possible to engage the children and create a love for early reading and writing.
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Mathematics is also very practical and is led by the children's interests and play. The teacher will interact with the
children while they play and engage with the activity to meet the mathematical objective for that lesson.
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Key Learning Areas

The EYFS curriculum details seven key areas of learning from birth to five years old. These include:

@ Communication and Language - giving children opportunities to develop their confidence and skills
in expressing themselves.

@ Physical Development - providing opportunities for young children to be active and to develop their
coordination and movement.

@ Personal, Social and Emotional Development - helping children to develop a positive sense of
themselves and to have confidence in their own abilities.

@ Literacy - encouraging children to link sounds and letters and to begin to read and write.

@ Mathematics - providing children with opportunities to develop and improve their skills in counting,
understanding and using numbers.

@ Understanding the World - guiding children to understand their physical world and their community
through opportunities to explore and observe.

@ Expressive Arts and Design - enabling children to explore and play with a wide range of media and
materials.
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Primary

Our Curriculum

In the Primary Years (Years 1-6) we broadly follow the National Curriculum
for England, tailored to meet the needs of our international community, as well

as the Ministry of Education curriculum for Arabic subjects for both native and
non-native students (Arabic, Islamic Studies and Social Studies).

Students study three core subjects - Mathematics, Science and English (Reading, Writing, Speaking
and Listening), together with foundation subjects; Computing, History, Geography, Art, Design and
Technology, Music, Physical Education, Swimming, French (for selected year groups), and Moral Education.

We take time to shape the curriculum to meet the needs of all learners, selecting themes that are inspiring,

motivating and relevant to our international cohort. We teach in a cross-curricular thematic approach; this enables
children to make links between their learning and develop key learner skills.
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Key Learning Areas

Thematic-based learning - learning in all subjects is related to a half-termly theme.

Enquiry-based learning - children use a range of research methods to lead their own learning,
incorporating innovation and technology.

Self-directed learning - children self-assess when learning new concepts and challenge themselves
to achieve.

Talk for Writing - story mapping and innovation enhance independent writing.
Use of technology - Chromebooks and iPads enhance the learning and collaborative skills.

Streamed phonics and whole class reading - develop core literacy skills.

Extracurricular activities (ECAs), trips and visits - enhance children’s learning incorporating local
culture and our locality.

Integration of Arabic - linking learning through language.

Leading assemblies — classes share their learning with children and families in regular assemblies.
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Secondary
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The ethos and high levels of wellbeing established in the primary school
follow through to the secondary school. Our students’ ability to develop
resilience for amazing progress, approach challenges positively through fun,
engaging learning, and work collaboratively for the good of the whole community, are all
central to their learning.

We teach the English National Curriculum, together with the Ministry of Education curricular
requirements, and a thematic approach is used across the subjects.

Following a broad provision in Years 7 to 9 (Key Stage 3), and Years 10 and 11 (Key Stage 4), students will be able
to select options for further study leading to GCSE and IGCSE examinations.

Our Key Stage 4 students are fully supported to make their GCSE choices
from a range of over 15 courses.

Core: English Language A, English Literature, Biology, Chemistry, Physics,
Maths, Arabic language, UAE Social Studies and Islamic Studies.

Options: Art & Design, Design Technology, Geography, History, Computer

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Alongside our academic IGCSE and GCSE programme, we offer an enrichment programme where students are
encouraged to engage in a wide range of activities, including the Model United Nations (MUN) and the Virtual Buddy
Exchange Programme (VBEP), and many different sports options.

Key Stage 5
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In Years 12 and 13, we offer a full International Baccalaureate (IB) Diploma Programme. Students are required to
take six subjects, and in addition, Theory of Knowledge (TOK), Creativity Action and Service (CAS) and Extended
Essay (EE). Subjects are assessed by coursework and final examinations at the end of their two-year course. The
majority of universities, including those ranked highest in the world, ask for an average of 32 as entry requirements,
with only a very small number of courses specifying a 42 requirement. Therefore, for all students, the programme of
study will typically consist of six academic subjects, and these will be supplemented by TOK, CAS and EE.

Our team of tutors and counsellors are available to both our students and their families. They advise and guide
students through their journey towards their choice of university. Our specialist staff are part of our growing
secondary phase. We believe that with the right support, teaching and guidance, our students will graduate from
Aspen Heights British School and take their place at the world’s top universities. We are confident that they will be
global minded learners who will thrive and make a difference in our world, whilst fostering a love of learning through
inquiry, knowledge and care for each other and our planet.
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Arabic :

The Arabic Department at Aspen Heights is unique due to the high quality of teaching. We also integrate technology
throughout our Arabic platforms, and utilise different strategies to nurture learning for students. The amazing learning
of each student is central to our approach towards teaching in every Arabic lesson, for both native and non-native
speakers.

The Arabic curriculum is taught based on the framework of the Ministry of Education. Arabic is taught through weekly
lessons focusing on skills such as writing, reading, speaking and listening, via diverse activities and challenges as
well as assigning tasks on educational platforms. Arabic topics are integrated with English subjects in school events,
to deliver an excellent combination of the two curricula.

Our Arabic teachers work hard to develop different skills of students and ensure that all students make progress as
independent learners. During Arabic sessions, the students are involved, engaged and motivated, and enjoy their

learning as a result of the usage of effective resources.

Our goal is to make Aspen Heights a better place for students to strive for the top and push themselves to their limit,
creating opportunities for victory and success for both themselves, and the school.
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Inclusion

At Aspen, inclusion is very important to us. Across
the school, we have dedicated teaching assistants
who work with students either one-on-one or in small
groups to ensure they make good progress across
the different areas of their development. They not
only support students academically, but also socially
and with their gross and fine motor skills.

As part of our inclusion team, we have a speech and
language specialist who work with both students and
teachers. With students they teach social language
and communication, development of phonological
awareness and articulation. They offer professional
development and interventions to our teachers to use
within their classes.

Within the school, we also have a specialist early
intervention provision for students of determination
who are not yet able to access mainstream
education.

The Oasis class is a highly personalised provision
that helps develop:

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The provision also allows for therapists to work closely with the class teacher and teaching assistants to ensure high
quality interventions for the students until they are ready to transition into a mainstream class. Our Oasis class
children are taught in a small setting by a skilled inclusion teacher who works closely with speech and language and
occupational therapists. Face-to-face communication between the inclusion teacher and therapists helps to ensure
high quality interventions for the students until they are ready to transition into a mainstream class. Inclusion is very
important to us and by enabling our Oasis class children to be taught in a mainstream setting where appropriate, for
some of their time in school, this facilitates the inclusive environment that we want for all our children at Aspen.

Recognising the importance of taking a whole school approach to wellbeing, Aspen Heights has a number of
progressive and ever-evolving support programmes in place to promote the positive mental health and socioemotional
wellbeing of our community. Wellbeing initiatives for students are embedded into our core curriculum through the
provision of mindfulness activities in classrooms, as well as daily wellbeing and circle time sessions.

In addition to this, Aspen Heights strives to establish early intervention, undertake wellbeing assessments, and has a
pastoral care team that is actively involved in ensuring our students and their families feel supported and heard.
Aspen Heights also has a school counsellor on site to provide individual and/or group counselling sessions in a
confidential setting, run social emotional learning lessons across key year groups, send out weekly wellbeing and
mental health resources to parents/families, organise and run family workshops, and make external referrals when
needed.

Acknowledging the importance of staff wellbeing in relation to its impact on the school community, the environment
and the facilitation of engaging learning, our wellbeing provision extends to all our staff members, with support clearly
outlined in our Wellbeing Policy.

Aspen Heights is very much a family school — our close relationships with our families and the community is what
sets us apart from many other schools.

The Friends of Aspen parents group organises school-wide events
throughout the year, such as National Day, a community Iftar and Pink Day.
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Student Leadership

Aspen Heights is committed to supporting our students in developing the skills and personal qualities
that will enable them to be useful contributors to the world. Student leadership opportunities are embedded
across all phases of our school.

Starting in early years and primary, our ‘School Council’ comprises of student representatives who are voted by their
peers to represent the class. They meet monthly with our School Council teacher leaders, and individuals feed back
their proposed actions and changes to our Senior Leadership Team (SLT). The School Council co-ordinates
initiatives to improve our school and promote charity drives.

Our Secondary ‘Executive Student Council’ is an organisation made up of students, supervised by our pastoral staff
team. The aim is to give students the opportunity to further develop their leadership skills by organising and carrying
out school activities and service projects. In addition to planning events that contribute to our community ethos, our
Executive Student Council is the voice of the secondary student body, sharing student ideas, interests and concerns
with the school community.

In addition, our Year 10 Students can apply to be a Prefect. An Aspen Prefect is responsible for representing Aspen’s

expectations of all students; leading by example. Our Prefects are exemplary role models in all areas; their personal
behaviour, attitudes to learning and to others, and they contribute extensively to the wider life of the school.
